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Topic:  moving tips

1. Do you know the types of moving services available?  There are full-service, self-service, truck rental and auto transport.  Before scheduling a service, decide on what type you actually need, thus saving valuable time and money.  16.25 sec
2. Do you know which day of the week is better to move on?  Weekdays are better, because more businesses are open when you need them.  Ask for more moving tips to ensure a smooth transition.  11.72 sec

7. If moving within the same city, have sitters for both your children and pets.  Children and pets may become confused and frightened by the process of moving.  10.69 sec

8. If driving a moving van yourself, be sure to leave at least twelve feet of space for overhead clearance in drive-through restaurants, gas stations and motels.  10.16 sec

9. Hiring movers?  Be sure to check them out with the Better Business Bureau to ensure there are no complaints against them.  If there are complaints, ask if they were resolved to both parties satisfaction.12.26 sec

10. Make sure there are no unexpected charges!  Get the details of what they will and will not do in a contract or in writing.  Verify exactly what you are being charged for and ask what may cost extra.13.41 sec

11. Ensure you have Homeowners or Renters Insurance for the new home!  Contact your insurance representative to verify coverage starts when you move in.  Be sure to ask John Souza for more moving tips!  12.91 sec
12. If moving out of the area, find doctors for the whole family ahead of time.  When arriving at the new city, make appointments for yourself, kids and pets to get to know the doctors.  Please stay on the line for more moving tips.  15.63 sec

13. Have valuable jewelry or legal documents?  Pack and keep those with you during the move!  While you may have purchased moving insurance, don’t entrust irreplaceable items that may easily be lost to strangers!  13.61 sec

14. To ensure an easier and less stressful move, go over the master inventory list both before and after packing with movers or friends!  Make copies for everyone involved for easier communication.  12.89 sec

18. For a smoother move for you and the moving company, ask about deposits, payment options and whether the price will be based on anything but the shipment’s weight.  When everyone is on the same page, things go smoother.  14.51 sec

19. Does it matter how you pack glasses and dishes?  If you wrap each item individually in newspaper or tissue paper, there’s a less chance for breakage.  Also, gently pack any open areas around dishes with wadded up paper will lessen the chances of breakage.  Ask for more moving tips!  20.12 sec

20. Do you know what materials list you should have when packing?  The following should be on hand to make easier packing: Razor knife and/or Scissors, Note pad, water resistant Permanent Marker, Boxes of all sizes, Packing tape, Bubble wrap, and Peanuts.  17.24 sec
21. For moving clothes, utilize all available materials!  Pack clothes from dressers and shelves into suitcases first, then into boxes.  Purchasing wardrobe boxes can make packing closets and formal wear easier.  Ask for more moving tips!  16.74 sec
22. Having individual “moving day” items in totes, boxes or bags for each member of the family will make the move easier.  Fill the totes with a set of sheets, towel, personal grooming supplies, a phone, books and/or games.  Make each member responsible for their own tote or bag!  20.96 sec

23. Do you color coordinate?   Make each room a separate color and place colored stickers in the top right corner of the boxes.  That way, movers will know which room to place each box!  12.02 sec
